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Annual Statement for Infection Prevention and Control
It is a requirement of The Health and Social Care Act 2008 Code of Practice on the 

prevention and control of infections and related guidance that the Infection Prevention and 

Control Lead produces an annual statement regarding compliance and good practice on 

infection prevention and control and makes it available for anyone who wishes to see it, 

including patients and regular authorities.  This is also published on the Practice website.
Purpose

This annual statement will be generated each year in accordance with the requirements of The Health and Social Care Act 2008 Code of Practice on the prevention and control of infections and related guidance. It summarises:

· Any infection transmission incidents and any action taken (these will have been reported in accordance with our Significant Event procedure) 
· Details of any infection control audits undertaken, and actions undertaken
· Details of any risk assessments undertaken for prevention and control of infection

· Details of any staff training

· Any review and update of policies, procedures and guidelines

Infection Prevent and Control (IPC) Lead - Practice Nurse Gaynor Thompson
Infection transmission incidents (Significant Events) 

Significant events (which may involve examples of good practice as well as challenging events) are investigated in detail to see what can be learnt and to indicate changes that might lead to future improvements. All significant events are reviewed in the monthly Clinical Meetings and learning is cascaded to all relevant staff. 
Infection Prevention Audit and Actions 

Method: Infection Control audits are carried out monthly, by use of a robust organisation checklist.  Findings are compared to national and organisation gold standards. 

Feedback: As a result of monthly/annual audits a report of findings is completed, and any identified issues are then fed back to the lead nurse. This is then discussed in team meetings e.g. monthly nurse meeting and monthly practice team meeting. 

Action of change: Agreed action of change is implemented.
Risk Assessments

Risk assessments are carried out so that best practice can be established and then followed. 

Training 

All staff receive online training in infection prevention and control 
Policies 

All Infection Prevent and Control related policies are in date for this year. Policies relating to Infection Prevention and Control are available to all staff and are reviewed and updated annually by the Infection Control Lead and the Practice Manager, and all are amended on an on-going basis as current advice, guidance and legislation changes. 

Infection Prevention and Control policies are stored electronically. Staff are made aware of updates as they occur, via the practice intranet, and discussed at meetings.
